 2. The Infiltration of Sharia Law 

Prior to the slaughter of almost 3000 unsuspecting Americans on September 11, 2001, the Muslim religion was 
rarely a topic of conversation.  Most of us viewed the religion of Islam with the apathy usually reserved for 
grandstanding by a politician.  However, all that changed the moment the first tower of the World Trade Center 
began its descent into oblivion on that beautiful Tuesday morning nine years ago.   

Since that time, it seems that there has been one controversial story after another about the „peaceful‟ religion of 

Islam.  Most recently, the headlines have focused on the flagrant attempt to justify the construction of a mosque 
near „Ground Zero‟ while totally disregarding the passionate objections of the families of the 911 victims.  Many 

feel that this mosque will be used to serve as a monument to Islam‟s perceived „victory‟ against America and, if 
this is actually a sincere attempt to embrace Americans, the mosque could just as easily be built a mile away 
from this sacred site. 

As we reported in a previous newsletter, there are multiple ongoing attempts to build mosques and „learning‟ 
centers in Middle Tennessee and, understandably, the need for these construction projects is met with suspicion 
in this very Christian section of the state.  While there is much focus on these local construction sites, we must 
not lose sight of something much more dangerous than brick and mortar – the infiltration of radical Sharia law 
into our legal system and culture. 

Several days ago, we provided a link on the WCTP website to an article outlining a recent ruling by a New Jersey 
family court judge who refused to grant a restraining order to a woman whose husband had repeatedly sexually 
abused her.  Why did the judge refuse to grant the order of protection even though he admitted that the woman 

had proven her case?  The judge ruled “that her ex-husband felt he had behaved according to his Muslim 
beliefs -- and that he did not have "criminal desire to or intent to sexually assault" his wife”. (Here) 

Although he didn‟t admit it, essentially the Judge delivered the ruling based on Sharia law.  Luckily for the victim,

the ruling was overturned by a higher court. 

On August 8th, a very disturbing article appeared on the American Thinker website entitled “Sharia Law in Canada 
and Britain”.  The article outlines the sanctioning by British courts of Sharia law as an equal form of justice in 

Britain and the fact that the court made the Sharia rulings "enforceable with the full power of the judicial 
system."  The article goes on to say: 

“Prior to this, "the [sharia] rulings were not binding and depended on voluntary compliance among 

Muslims."  These cases dealt with sharia civil code, i.e., Muslim divorce and inheritance.  In one 

inheritance case, the sons received twice as much as the daughters because men are favored over 

women in sharia law.  Under British law, the daughters would have received equal amounts; in 

addition, in sharia law "a woman's testimony is worth half that of a man's."  Furthermore, "a woman's 

marriage contract is between her male guardian and her husband" and finally, "a Muslim woman is 

not permitted to marry a non-Muslim."  

When the heated debate began in Murfreesboro regarding the construction of the Islamic „learning‟ center, many 
on the left – including several Democrat candidates - raced to support the proposed site in the name of the 1st 
Amendment.  While we fully support the 1st Amendment and the ability of all Americans to practice the religion 
of their choice, we also fully support the law of our land.  Any attempt by a religion to hijack our legal system 

and convert it to a convoluted form of ancient rule is not acceptable to most Americans.  More importantly, any 
citizen who refuses to consider all aspects of the Islam religion – whether it be Islam‟s degradation and abuse of 
women, unprovoked violence against the American people, intolerance of Christian religions or their desire to 
implement Sharia in the communities in which they settle – before voicing support for Islamic causes in this 
country is being, at best, ridiculously naïve.  At worst?  Hmmm… 

As American citizens, we have every right to question the intentions of a religion that makes no secret over the 
fact that they want to destroy Christianity and force all humanity to worship the religion of Islam.  Let‟s be 
honest … they have a history with us and it‟s not peaceful.  As the recent attempt to build the NYC „Ground Zero‟ 

mosque illustrates, they have given us no reason to believe they are acting in the best interests of American 

citizens and culture.  Therefore, we must be very vigilant to ensure that Sharia law is not allowed to permeate 
the courtrooms of America.  It has already begun to infiltrate the legal system in parts of Michigan and it is 
frightening to think that the lawmakers in that state have not fought to keep it out. 

We will not tolerate the infiltration of Sharia into our legal system nor will we be intimidated by those who 

attempt to silence our objections or concerns because of their foolishness called „political correctness‟.  Fool me 
once, shame on you.

"In a pure democracy run strictly by popular vote, ten (10) states would control the entire nation, leaving forty 
(40) of the fifty (50) states without any national representation at all.‖ 

―While solidly BLUE (left) states are few and far between in America, they happen to be the states with the vast 

majority of population. The Electoral College exists to give all fifty states equal status and power, whether large 
or small, left or right. This is a ―representative republican‖ form of government, as opposed to a ―democracy.‖‖ 

As Mr. Williams points out, “it is today’s Democrats who press for the end of the Electoral College, 
ending the Founders’ Republic and installing a pure democracy, in which fifty-one percent of the 
people may take away the rights of the other forty-nine. A few libertarians have jumped aboard 
without thinking it all the way through first…”. 

―However, as the Electoral College system is part of the U.S. Constitution, no local, state or federal law can alter 

or eliminate the Electoral College system without a Constitutional Amendment. Since forty of the fifty states 
would never ratify such insanity, leaving control of the nation in the hands of ten left-leaning states, usurpers in 
state and federal government are attempting to legislate the Founders system out of existence.‖
